Day 1:
Before - Predictions from cover, discuss story elements (characters, 
setting, problem, solution)
During - Teacher reads, children listen for story elements
After - Children identify story elements in story
(Characters: Cozy bed, snoring Granny, Dreaming child, Dozing dog, Snoozing 
cat, Slumbering mouse, wakeful flea) 

(Setting: the napping house; on a rainy day) 

(problem: it is raining outside; too many people/things get on the bed 
and it breaks) 

(solution: the sun comes out and they all go outside to play) 


We also re-read and talked about the word sleeping and different children 
came up and "swatted" words that had the same meaning (as mentioned above 
with the characters)


Day 2:
Before - Review characters
